     Remember to lubricate your waste system 
valves by keeping them closed until dump time.  
This will help prolong the life of the seals and help 
prevent  black water tank problems.  
     Also, remember to clean you A/C filters so that 
they will be ready for the season.  During the sea-
son, it is a good idea to clean them once a week to 
get optimum air flow. 
     Another tip, to keep ants and other crawling 
creatures from getting into your unit, lubricate the 
hoses and cords with Vaseline and they won’t be 
able to climb up and into your unit.
