Monthly Recipe 
Skillet Spaghetti 

 
1 lb. Ground Beef  ½Tsp Dry Mustard 
¼ Tsp Pepper   4 oz. Spaghetti or Linguini  
2 Tbsp Dried Onion   Noodles, uncooked 
1 Tsp Salt   1 (8oz) Can Tomato Sauce 
¼ Garlic Powder  1 (3oz) Can Mushrooms, Undrained 
3½-4 Cups Tomato Juice Garnish with Parmesian Cheese 

 
       Brown ground beef and drain fat.  Sprinkle seasonings and 
dried onion over beef.  Arrange spaghetti over the top.  Pour 
the tomato sauce, mushrooms (and liquid) and juice over the 
spaghetti.  Cover tightly and cook over LOW heat, stirring occa-
sionally, for 15-20 minutes or until spaghetti is done. Garnish 
with Parmesian Cheese.  Makes 4 servings. 

       To double, simple increase spaghetti to 8oz. And use en-
tire large can of tomato juice.
